Silence or non-response from the board should not be interpreted as
disinterest or disagreement by the board. However, should the board individually or collectively
wish to address the comments of the speaker(s) at the approval of the Chair and within a time
frame previously established, responses may be made by the board. Additionally, the presenter
may be in need of a more lengthy understanding of an issue or topic and may be referred to a
committee appropriate to address those issues. '

Executive Directors Report
March 2017 — April 2017

>As reported in the March Program Report, Foot Care is becoming a high priority for the agency. It
was decided to help clients with diabetes, congestive heart failure, edema, etc. that the agency will
purchase socks made specifically for those issues. The first round of socks has been given out to the
Home Health Aides that stated their clients need. A nice selection will be offered during April’'s Foot
Clinics and home foot care visits.

Program Report for March 2017

Nutritional Programs

Home Delivered Meals

Home Delivered Meals — 4,497 meals were provided to 138 clients in March 2017. This represents an
increase of 40% as compared to March 2015 and a 19% increase as compared to March 2016.

Congregate Meals

The Gathering Place and Thompsonville served a total of 2,216 meals in March 2017. This represents a 12%
increase as compared to March 2015 and a 2.5% increase as compared to March 2016.

For year to date, we have served 1,386 additional meals than last year at this time.

Other Programs/Services

Dining Out Program — A total of 182 customers purchased 578 vouchers in March 2017. This represents an
increase of 41% as compared to March 2015 and a 15% increase as compared to March 2016,

Homemaker Program — 339 service units were provided to 104 clients in March 2017. This represents an
increase of 26% as compared to March 2015 and a 32% increase as compared to March 2016.

Guardian Medical Monitoring — 30 customers now receive this service at no cost to them. Budget is set to
pay for 30 clients. The waiting list is at 7 individuals waiting to be transferred into the program.

Benzie Bus Punch Cards — 117 bus passes were given to customers in March 2017. This is a decrease of
4% from March 2015 and a 19% increase as compared to March 2016, A total of 1,404 rides were
provided at no cost to the bus riders in March 2017. For year to date (6 months) a total of 8,628 rides
have been provided.

Information & Assistance - The agency handled 961 calls in March 2017 regarding Information and
Assistance for services and questions related to older adults. This is an increase of 56% as compared to
March 2015 and a 39% increase as compared to March 2016.

MMAPS — individuals were provided 29 hours of service to assist 18 clients in their Medicare and Medicaid
questions for March 2017.

Hearing Clinic — This service was not provided for the month of March due to staff vacation.

Foot Care — 31 individuals were provided foot care clinics in March 2017. We also provided 6 homebound
clients with foot care in March.

Income Tax — Four tax preparers saw 135 individuals for a total 207 hours in March

Estate Planning — 3 individuals received estate consultation service in Marcy 2017 at no cost.



Benzie COA Senior Dental Program — Eight individuals signed up for the Dental Voucher in March 2017,
This number tied last month and just the past 2 months, we have provided vouchers to help 16 individuals with

their dentai needs.

Emergency Senior Essential Needs Fund — Several applications were submitted and approval has been
granted for financial assistance.

The Gathering Place Senior Center — In March 2017, The Gathering Place Senior Center offered a total of
fifteen core activities that 707 cumulative number of individuals participated in. The top 5 attended activities for
March 2017 were Service assistance (Taxes, MMAP’s & Estate Planning), Music Programs, Card Games,
Exercise Activities and Bingo. As compared to March 2015 the attendance was up 81% and an increase of
43% as compared to March 2016. For the year to date, the activity attendance is up 53% as compared
to 2015 and up 19% as compared to 2016.

In-Home Services — We have increased the number of clients served from October 2016 through March 2017
by 24%. Total number of service hours increased by 45%. Total in home care visits have increased 47% during
the same period.

(USCG) Civil Engineering Unit Cleveland is seeking your comments regarding the proposal to:

Remove the Fourth Order Fresnel lens from the Frankforf North Breakwater Light (NBWL),
Light List Number (LT.NR) 18375, and replace it with a modern LED lantern.

The below provides amplifying information in accordance with 36 CFR § 800.11(e).

(Description of the undertaking, specifying the Federal involvement, and the area of
potential effects (APE), including photographs, maps, drawing, as necessary.

The USCG proposes to remove the Fresnel lens and incandescent lamped hardware from the
Frankfort NBWL and replace it with a VLB-44 LED, tiered lantern.

The USCG has determined that the replacement of this historic artifact is necessary to protect the
lens from exposure to harsh environmental conditions, temperature fluctuations, and changes in
humidity that are very damaging to Fresnel lenses. Light exposure speeds up degradation of
litharge, the lead putty that assists in maintaining the glass prisms in place. Not only does the
lead present a significant health hazard but we no longer have the expertise to repair the lenses
and it is economically unfeasible to maintain them in an environment where temperature and
humidity are uncontrolled.

The USCG assessed potential effects per § 800.5, and proposes a ﬁnding of adverse effect on
Frankfort NBWL.

Furthermore, for the proposed removal of the Fresnel lens at Frankfort NBWL, the USCG
assessed potential effects per § 800.5, and proposes a finding of no adverse effect on the
Navigation Structures at Frankfort Harbor. :

Explanation of why the criteria of adverse effect were found applicable, including any
- conditions or future actions to avoid, minimize or mitigate adverse effects.

The adverse effect was found applicable to the Frankfort NBWIL because the undertaking may
alter, directly or indirectly, the characteristics of the historic property in a manner that would
diminish the integrity of the property's location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling,
or association. Specifically, the removal of the Fresnel lens from Frankfort NBWL is the
adverse effects.

The no adverse effect was found applicable on the other identified historic property because the
undertakings does not meet the criteria of paragraph (a)(1) of § 800.5.

We propose to minimize and mitigate the removal of the Fresnel lenses by loaning the removed
lenses to a local organization under conditions subject to the USCG Curator. The local
organization would be required to display the Iens in a museum setting that is accessible to all
visitors. Where applicable, interpretation of lens will include: local maritime history and
location; original use, structure, location, and history of the Fresnel lens; history of the U.S.
Lighthouse establishment and the USCG; current uses by the USCG and private groups; and
restoration and preservation issues. Prior to removal, the lenses would be properly recorded with
photography that meets the digital photography standards outlined in Secretary of Interior’s
Standards and Guidelines for Historical Documentation.

The USCG generally tries to locate a local organization to receive the loan of the removed lens.
For the Frankfort NBWL, we have received interest from two parties, the City of Frankfort’s
Superintendent, Mr. Joshua Mills, and from the Executive Director of the Benzie Area Historical
Museum, Dr. Misty Sheehan.

The USCG will consult with the Michigan SHPO to seek their input as to whether there are
additional organizations that should be considered. The final decision for the disposition of the
lens rests solely with the USCG Curator. We seek your input as well.



Frankfort Fresnel

Summaries of any views provided by the consulting parties and the public.

The USCG advertised the proposed undertaking to the public through a press release that was
carried by local and National news agencies and radio stations beginning on February 27, 2017.
We received a total of 11 comments from the public, and also conducted a telephone interview
with the Traverse City Record Eagle. Of the comments received, nine were supportive of our
proposal and two were mostly opposed to the removal of the lenses.

Along with this consultation letter, we will send consultations letter to the Michigan SHPO, City
of Frankfort, and Benzie Area Historical Society. Additionally, we will send consultation letters
to the following Native American Tribes identified in the NPS Native American Consultation
Database as either inhabiting or having land claims in Alger and Benzie Counties, they include:
Bay Mills Indian Community, MI; Grand Traverse Band of Ottawa and Chippewa Indians, MT;
Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians, MI; Red Lake Band of Chippewa Indians, MN;
and Sault Ste Marie Tribe of Chippewa Indians, MI.

The Advisory Council on Historic Preservation will be invited to participate after receipt of all
consulted party comments, or upon expiration of the comment period identified below.

We seek your comments with this determination and request your response by May 31%, 2017. If
we receive no comment we will assume concurrence. Should you have any questions, please
contact Mr. Wayne Kean of my staff at (216) 902-6258 or wayne.e.kean@uscg.mil .
