Speaking Time: Agenda items may be added or removed by the board but initially at least
two times are devoted to Public Input. Generally, however, attendees wishing to speak will be
informed how long they may speak by the chairman. All speakers are asked to give their name,
residence and topic they wish to address. This and the statements/comments will be entered into
the public record (minutes of the meeting). Should there be a number of speakers wishing to
voice similar opinions, an option for a longer presentation may be more appropriate for the group
and one or more speakers may talk within that time frame.

Group Presentations — 15 minutes
Individual Presentations — 3 minutes

Board Response: Generally, as this is an “Input” option, the board will not comment or
respond to presenters. Silence or non-response from the board should not be interpreted as
disinterest or disagreement by the board. However, should the board individually or collectively
wish to address the comments of the speaker(s) at the approval of the Chair and within a time
frame previously established, responses may be made by the board. Additionally, the presenter
may be in need of a lengthier understanding of an issue or topic and may be referred to a
committee appropriate to address those issues.

Public Input is very important in public policy settmgs and is only one means for an
interchange of information or dialogue. Each commissioner represents a district within the
county and he/she may be individually contacted should greater depth or understanding of an
issue be sought. Personal contact is encouraged and helpful to both residents and the board.

Re: Recap of January 2019

Wireless carrier conversions have started. AT&T Mobility was completed on January
29", Eleven other wireless carriers have been scheduled for this month. Some three a day.
Several others are not scheduled yet. This requires testing from each cell tower in the
county including those towers in surrounding counties that we receive the first 9-1-1 call
and have to transfer the caller.

The new 800MHz equipment being added to the radio towers is very close to completion.
Licensing for the frequencies we will be using is pending a final approval by the end of
the month. I am meeting with the Fire Chiefs and EMS Director on February 12 to
complete some procedural and protocol decisions and update them on some changes.
Some testing of pagers is ongoing. Radio console configuration changes are ongoing as
we prepare to move off the VHF platform.

Renewing CPR certifications will not be completed until March.

[ posted the open employment positions in the Traverse City Record Eagle and received
no applications. I added the position to the Indeed job website and received over fifty
(50) interested persons. Six (6) submitted applications. Seven (7) responded back that
they did not want to work shifts. Five (5) notified me they were no longer interested. The
balance of those interested did not respond to my email asking them to review the job
description and complete the application. We will have two open positions to fill with six
months training each and another retirement on September 1%,

Nicole Lamerson’s last day is February 28. She served the county for over 25 years. She
will be greatly missed. Her knowledge of the community, how people are related or were
related to each other was so beneficial to the officers. During the course of her career she
held every position from a short time as director, a trainer, responsible for LEIN,
supervisor and helped the new hires as they went thru their training. Her compassion for
those in distress was remarkable, always calming them and calling them back to reassure
them that help is on the way and ask if anything has changed. Her voice was always calm
and controlled even during the worst of the situations to dispatch public safety personnel.
She has a memory for names and dates of birth, telephone numbers and she also knows
where to find Petoskey stones. I always rested more comfortable knowing she was
working.

2.  MI CIMS New User Training
On Wednesday January 16", 2019 Itaught a 4-hour Michigan Critical Incident Management
System (MI CIMS) class at Paul Oliver Memorial Hospital in Frankfort. The 11 attendees
consisted mostly of Paul Oliver Personnel, but we did have one person from the Benzie County
Treasurer’s Office and one from the Benzie-Leelanau Health Department.

MI CIMS is a statewide, secure system that provides specialized tools for managing crisis
information and emergency response, as well as non-emergency events. MI CIMS provides
real-time information to authorized users anywhere internet access is available with permissions
based on incidents and positions. The system is capable of managing multiple incidents
simultaneously yet separately.

3. Revenue Sharing Award
On Thursday January 17®, 2019 I attended the 2%
Awards Ceremony of the Grand Traverse Band of
Ottawa and Chippewa Indians to accept a check in the
amount of $7,281. for a Fire Extinguisher Training
System. This was a county wide project that will be
used by the Office of Emergency Management, Benzie
County Citizens Emergency Response Team or CERT
program and the six (6) Benzie County Fire
Departments.

The fire extinguisher training system will be used to train fire department peroe, CERT
Members as well as the citizens of Benzie County on the proper use of fire extinguishers.

4, Winter Storm Warning and Frigid Weather
From January 27™ through February 3™, 2019 we were involved in a winter weather event that
effected most of the State of Michigan.

With the current
temperatures and existing/new snow fall amounts, the issue will be decreased
visibility on the roads with the high winds. The high winds may also cause
concern with power outages through Benzie County. As of 1:30 pm today,
visibility issues are causing several vehicular accidents according to
Undersheriff K. Rosa.

Warming Center

I wanted to pass along to you the fact that we have opened up the Benzie
County Government Center Room 121 as a warming center for Benzie County
residents. This issue was discussed and supported by Chairperson Gary Sauer
earlier today. The warming center will be open the remainder today and all
day Wednesday and Thursday.

County Government Non-Emergency Offices

If the weather predictions hold true, both tomorrow and Thursday will be
exceedingly dangerous travel days due to cold temperatures, snow covered
roads and lack of visibility due to sustained high winds. In speaking with
Chairperson Sauer today, we are going to evaluate the situation tomorrow
morning around 6-7 am, primarily contacting the Benzie County Road
Commission to get information about driving conditions. This information
will be discussed with Chairperson Sauer to determine if there is a need to
close down the Benzie County Government Center and Animal Control
Center. Chief Judge David Thompson will determine if the Courts are closed.
I discussed this game plan with both Judge Thompson and Judge Mead this
afternoon.

Later in the evening on the I discussions with — Provisinal Gata Subject te Revisisn —
Matt Skeels of the Benzie County Road ;
Commission after he returned from assessing
the Platte River. He indicated that the area of
ice jamming was occurring on the bends of the
river between US 31 and Indian Hill Rd.

There is no way to get to the jam with any of
his equipment. It does not appear to be at the
tubes where Indian Hill Rd. crosses. Matt
indicated that he talked with the Undersheriff
Kyle Rosa at the scene to see if the air boat
was an option. They agreed that it was too
dangerous based on current weather conditions
to put personnel on the air boat at this time.

We have a cache of sand bags at the Sleeping
Bear Dunes National Lakeshore at a barn on
Norconk Rd. I talked to NPS Park Ranger Paul
Chalup about getting into the barn and picking
up sand bags. I discussed the option of
utilizing sand bagging in and around the
homes on Riverside Drive in Honor to prevent
flooding. I also reached out to Fire Chief Tim
Markey of Homestead Township FD to discuss
options for sandbagging. We ruled out the
sandbagging because it was evident that the ice
would simply push the bags out of the way as
it rose.

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sand bag 2 to 3 city blocks would have made the task a huge undertaking.

Called Honor Village President Bill Ward to give him an update on what we had done to this
point and what was our strategy going forward. I advised him that Fire Chief Markey would be
back in the area around 3:00pm to 4:00pm to view the scene. Chief Markey would be then
coming to the EOC to discuss what we needed to do moving forward. I invited Mr. Ward to that
meeting.

We had a meeting at 5:30pm on January 30", 2019 that included:

At this meeting we hammered out our strategy going forward.

1. The final decision is to wait until Friday 2/1/19 when we see a break in the weather to run
the Air Boat operated by the Benzie County Sheriff's Office in the Platte River to break up
the ice.

2. At Indian Hill Rd. bridge the Benzie County Road Commission will clear the snow out as
close to the rail as possible and position an excavator to break up ice as it comes down
stream after being broken up by the air boat.

3. We will be opening a shelter at the Homestead Township Hall for those homeowners who
begin to experience flooding. At present none of the homes have water in the building.
There are a few that have water in crawl spaces, but it is not in the home at the present. If
that changes, we will be putting them up in the Homestead Township Hall.

4. The Village of Honor President Bill Ward is contacting all of the homeowners to explain
our plan and determine their need for immediate sheltering.

5. The shelter will be staffed by a Homestead Township Firefighter and a member of the
CERT Program if it is necessary to house people.

6. I will be contacting the American Red Cross regarding supporting our sheltering plan.
They previously indicated they would support our sheltering with food.

Our decisions were based on serious concerns regarding running the Air Boat in the current
conditions with wind chills well below zero with a boat that creates a significant amount of
wind.

We will be coming together tomorrow to see what else is necessary before we begin the ice
breaking on Friday January 31%, 2019 to finalize the aforementioned plan.

1. This plan covers the deployment of
equipment to break up an ice jam on
the Platte between Indian Hill Road
and Henry St. in the Village of
Honor. The river level is rising and
beginning to encroach on the homes
on Riverside Dr. and we will be
utilizing the Benzie County
Sheriff's Office Air Boat to break
up the ice.

2. The Benzie County Road
Commission will stage an excavator ‘g
at the bridge on Indian Hill Rd. that i

will be used to break up the ice further when it floats downstream so it does not plug the

tubes under the bridge on Indian Hill Rd.

3. Indian Hill Rd. will be closed from US 31 to Deadstream Rd. and fire apparatus will be
used to block the intersections. Benzie County CERT will be responsible for the traffic

control at this apparatus.

Current and Planned Objectives were to break up the ice to improve the flow of water on the

Platte River to lower the water levels upstream of Indian Hill Rd.

CONCLUSION

Talked with Bill Ward-President of the Village of Honor on February 2%¢, 2019 at 10:25am. He
has been in touch of residents and the residents that the water has gone down around 12" to 15"

since yesterday. It appears our efforts are working.

Declaration of State of Emergency

The National Weather Service has issued multiple winter weather warnings scross the
State of Michigan beginning T'uesday, January 29, 2019. These warnings predict extremely
cold weather as an Arctic airmass settles over the region and brings record or near-record
low temperatures, accompanicd by gusty winds. Wind chills are predicted as low as 50
dagrees below zero in many places.

Possible effects include disruptions in travel and commerce, and the threat of frostbite,
hypothermia, or even death if proper precautions are not taken.

These extreme conditions are predicted across the Upper and Lower Peninsulas and will
extend to areas less accustomed to extreme eold temperatures, such as the metropolitan
Detroit arca. Such widespread, extreme conditions have not occurred in Michigan for many
years.

Under the Emergency Management Act, 1976 PA 390, MCI. 30.403(4), “[t}he governor shall,
by exaecutive order or proclamation, declare a state of emergency if he or she finds that an
emergency has occurred or that the threat of an emergeney exists.”

Therefore, acting pursuant o the Michigan Constitution of 1963 and Michigan law,
including the Emorgoncy Management Act, 1976 PA 390, MCL 30.401 to 30.421, I order the
following: )

1. A state of emergency is declarved across the State of Michigan.

2. The Emergency Management and Homeland Security Division of the Department of
State Police will coordinate and maximize all state efforts that may be activated to state
service to assist local governments and officials and may call upon all state departments
to utilize available resources to assist consistent with the Michigan Emergency
Management Plan.
