ORDINANCE NO. 2010-

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF
DORAVILLE, GEORGIA AS AMEND SECTIONS ON DRIVEWAYS,
SECTION 5-40, ARTICLE II PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE,
CHAPTER 5 BUILDINGS AND BUILDING REGULATIONS; TO PROVIDE
PENALITIES; TO PROVIDE FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING
ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN ADOPTION AND EFFECTIVE
DATE; TO PROVIDE FOR CODIFICATION; AND TO PROVIDE FOR
OTHER LAWFUL PURPOSES.
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have elected to modify the existing driveway
regulations in order to accommodate existing gravel driveways; and
WHEREAS, the health, safety, welfare and aesthetics of the citizens of the City of
Doraville shall be improved and protected by adoption and implementation of this Ordinance.
THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAVILLE, GEORGIA
HEREBY ORDAIN:
Section 1.
That the Code of Ordinances, City of Doraville, Georgia is hereby amended by adding a
section to be numbered Chapter 5 Buildings and Building Regulations, Article II Property

Maintenance Code, Section 5-40, which said section reads as follows:

“Chapter 5. Buildings and Building Regulations.

Article II. Property Maintenance Code.

Sec. 5-40. Driveway limitations; maintenance.
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(@)  The owner, lessee or tenant of any residential property located within the City
may construct or expand driveways on said property to a maximum width of
twenty-four feet (24°), but in no event shall such driveway cover more than thirty
percent (30%) of total area of the property in question, excluding structures
thereon. Such driveway may extend to a line which is located at a point parallel
to the rear portion of the main structure located on such property, or if there is a
garage behind such main structure, then to such garage. any driveway shall not
be less than four inches (4”) in thickness and shall be composed of either
concrete, asphalt, pavers or brick. Visible grass and weeds shall not be allowed
to grow through any such driveway. All persons shall obtain a building permit
Jrom the City before the commencement of any construction for any driveway.

(b)  Existing driveways constructed of gravel shall have the soil under such gravel
treated and visible grass or weeds shall not be allowed to grow through any such
driveway. In addition, gravel driveways shall contain landscape timbers or
similar retaining materials that will contain such gravel within its allocated
location.

(c) Gravel driveways at houses which are more than sixty-five (65) years old shall be
exempt from this provision.

(d)  Any gravel driveway in existence and duly registered with the City pursuant to
this section by December 31, 2010 shall not be required to comply with
sections (a) or (b). However, no driveway shall cover more than thirty percent
(30%) of the total area of any property excluding structures thereon.

I Registration of existing driveways must occur in writing by December 31,

2010 on a form provided by the City.
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2. Any person who desires to register a driveway must bring a clearly visible
Dphotograph(s) showing the existence, status and location of an existing
driveway.

3. No existing driveway can be expanded beyond the parameters shown in

the registration photograph(s).

Section 2.

a. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Mayor and Council that all sections,
paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are or were, upon their enactment,
believed by the Mayor and Council to be fully valid, enforceable and constitutional.

b. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Mayor and Council that, to the
greatest extent allowed by law, each and every section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of
this Ordinance is severable from every other section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of
this Ordinance. It is hereby further declared to be the intention of the Mayor and Council that, to
the greatest extent allowed by law, no section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance is mutually dependent upon any other section paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of
this Ordinance.

c. In the event that any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this
Ordinance shall, for any reason whatsoever, be declared invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise
unenforceable by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, it is the
express intent of the Mayor and Council that such invalidity, unconstitutionality or
unenforceability shall, to the greatest extent allowed by law, not render invalid, unconstitutional
or otherwise unenforceable any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs or

sections of the Ordinance and that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, all remaining phrases,
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clauses, sentences, paragraphs and sections of the Ordinance shall remain valid, constitutional,
enforceable, and of full force and effect.
Section 3.

Penalties provided for violations of this Ordinance are set out in Section 1-12, as
amended, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Doraville, Georgia and are hereby incorporated as
if set out fully.

Section 4.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby expressly repealed.
Section 5.

The preamble of this Ordinance shall be considered to be and is hereby incorporated by
reference as if fully set out herein.

Section 6.

The Ordinance shall be codified in a manner consistent with the laws of the State of
Georgia and the City of Doraville.

Section 7.

It is in the intention of the governing body, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions
of this Ordinance shall become and be made part of the code Ordinances, City of Doraville,
Georgia and the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention.
Section 8.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption by the Mayor and Council.

These examples are not all inclusive. Discipline and discharge decisions may be

based on an assessment of all relevant factors, including the severity of the
infraction and the employee’s work record, as determined by the City.

3 Section 10.3. Complaints and Review.

Section 10.3.1. Policy. It is the desire of the City to resolve any concerns
informally, and as such both supervisors and employees are expected to make
every effort to resolve problems as they arise. However, it is recognized that there
may be circumstances that require further review. The City, therefore, has
established the following guidelines to facilitate review of concerns about
disciplinary matters.

Section 10.3.2. Definition. A “complaint,” as used in this section, is an
objection made by an employee concerning disciplinary action other than verbal
counseling or a written reprimand affecting his employment with the City.

Section 10.3.3. Complaint Procedure. All regular employees who receives
disciplinary action other than verbal counseling or a written warning may request
that the action be reviewed by following the procedures:

A. Initial Complaint. An employee shall first present his complaint to
his immediate supervisor. The supervisor shall attempt to resolve
the problem promptly and fairly.

B. Review by Department Director. If the employee is dissatisfied
with the supervisor’s decision, he may obtain a review by the
Department Director by submitting a request, in writing, within
two (2) working days following the receipt of the supervisor’s
decision. The Department Director shall make such investigation
as he may deem necessary and shall within a reasonable time
inform the employee of his decision

s Review by Mayor. If the employee is dissatisfied with the
Department Director’s decision, he may request that the decision
be further reviewed by the Mayor by submitting a request, in
writing, within two (2) working days following receipt of the
Department Director’s decision. The Mayor will review the
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request and render a final decision within a reasonable time. The
Mayor’s decision shall be final as to any disciplinary action except
in cases where an employee is terminated or requested or induced
to resign.

Public Hearing. In cases where an employee is terminated or
requested or induced to resign from his position of employment
with the City, the employee shall have the right, if he so desires, to
request in writing within two (2) working days of such termination
or resignation a public hearing before the City Council for the
purpose of determining the reason or reasons for such termination
or resignation.

If requested, such public hearing shall be held within a reasonable
time, but not more than thirty (30) days following such request.
The public hearing may be held in conjunction with a regular
meeting of the City Council. The decision of the City Council
following the hearing shall be final.

If an employee fails to comply with the time limitations specified

herein for review of his complaint, it shall be deemed that the
employee has waived and forfeited all such rights of review.

RECOMMENDATION

Of the three consulting firms that attended the pre-proposal conference on July 26, two
submitted proposals. The two proposers — MACTEC and Empower Energy Tech —
offered bids of $16,356.42 and $11,700.00, respectively.

The budget for this component of the EECBG project is $12,000.00. All the conference
attendees were made aware of this figure. Any amount exceeding $12,000.00 would
either require a change-of-work order request to GEFA or an out-of-pocket expenditure
by the City — neither of which is practical.

Conduct initial energy audit and general electrical engineering consultation
Assist City in crafting comprehensive energy policy and public education strategy
Assist City in launching LED incentives program

Assist City in launching energy auditor and LEED accreditation programs

Assist City in identifying potential renewable/ clean energy capital improvements

On July 19, 2010, the following appeared on the agenda:

2. Driveway Limitations — Pam Fleming

The ensuing discussion was around eliminating the requirement to convert existing driveways from
gravel to a less permeable surface such as concrete.

Ultimately, a motion was made to grandfather the existing gravel driveways but to not allow them to
expand. The requirement was for them to register their driveway, with photograph, by December 31,
2010. Failure to register would require them to fall into compliance with the existing ordinance.

There are several issues at hand:

1.

The motion to “Grandfather” existing driveways was made at the table and was not part of the
agenda packet. As a result, residents were not able to comment for or against the proposed
motion. This council has gone to great lengths to ensure that residents have a chance to
comment on agenda items and in this particular instance, the ability to comment on
“grandfathering” the existing gravel driveways was not provided.

As was mentioned in the discussion, there is not an existing audit on how many driveways we
are discussing. No information was presented as to how many properties this could affect,
should everyone choose to apply for the “grandfathering”.

. There was no separation of the discussion between primary driveways and secondary “parking

pa ”.
There was no action taken to modify the allowable materials under 5-40 to include other, more
permeable options, such as: open cell block; grid system; and porous concrete.

After reviewing the items and the discussion in minutes, I am making the following recommendations:

Repeal the “grandfather” vote.
Extend the deadline for compliance to August 31, 2013.
Require residents to apply for the extension by December 31, 2011.
Modify 5-40 to include additional porous options, with the requirement that grass grid and open
block systems be maintained in accordance with existing lawn maintenance ordinances:
a. Grid System for Grass such as: Grasspave; Garden Grid; Checkblock™; EZ Roll Grass
Pavers; Geoblock®; etc.
b. Porous Concrete
c. Open Cell Block
Modify 5-40 to eliminate asphalt as an option.
Modify 5-40 to allow repair to existing gravel driveways, only if the 2-year extension is
requested.
Modify 5-40 to apply to primary driveways only. Existing secondary driveways and parking
pads may remain gravel but should be registered with the city, along with photographic evidence,
no later than March 31, 2011.
a. Secondary driveways and parking pads should conform to the following requirements:
i. Minimum of 4” depth.
ii. Gravel less than 2” diameter and neutral in color (beige or gray).
ili. Must be contained within a durable border
iv. Kept weed and grass free
v. May not be expanded as of passage of this ordinance
vi. Installed to prevent ruts and compaction as well as gravel entering adjacent
landscaped areas, driveways, or street.

Amend Ordinance 5-270 to require the tree ordinance to take effect only when the construction exceeds a
certain % of the property OR if the construction requires the removal of any specimen trees.

History, Facts, Issues:

The tree ordinance was put in place to ensure that new construction did not destroy the city's tree cancpy and
required developers and construction personnel to submit surveys, tree protection plans, etc. Unfortunately,
there was no minimum requirement put in place to trigger the enforcement of the tree ordinance. So ANY
land disturbance, no matter how small, requires the tree ordinance to take effect and review the entire
property for compliance with the minimum tree unit count, surveys, etc., even if no trees were being removed
in the process.

Amend Ordinance 5-270 to stipulate minimum requirements need to be met for the ordinance to take
effect.

Drip line — shall mean an imaginary perpendicular surface from a tree's branch tips
down to the ground; the circular area of land surrounding the tree from the trunk to the
outermost branches. This area is distinguished from, and not to be confused with critical root
zone.

Georgia Highway 141 Tree Protection Zone — shall mean all property within a horizontal
distance of 120 feet of right-of-way of Georgia Highway 141. At major intersections on Georgia
Highway 141 having exit and/or entrance ramps, the protection zone shall be reduced to 60 feet.
The reduction shall apply for the length of each ramp. The Georgia Highway 141 Tree
Protection Zone is a buffer area.

Hardwood tree — shall mean any leaf-bearing (non needle-bearing) tree that is not
coniferous (cone bearing). This definition is based on the colloquialism, and does not necessary

reflect any true qualities of the

Land disturbance permit - shall mean any official authorization for demolition,

construction, grading or the like issued by the City of Doraville.

Overstory tree — shall mean a tree that composes the top layer or canopy of vegetation
and will generally reach a mature height of greater than forty (40) feet.

Revegetation — shall mean the replacement of trees and landscape materials into the
minimum required landscape areas as determined by the Zoning Ordinance generally,
conditions of zoning approval, or the provisions of this article.

Severe pruning — shall mean removal of more than one-third (1/3) of the crown of a tree.

Softwood tree— shall mean any coniferous (cone bearing) tree, such as pine, fir, hemlock,
cedar, etc. This definition is based on the colloquialism and does not necessarily reflect any true

qualities of the tree.
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1. The Doraville Tree Board (hereinafter referred to as the "Board") is
hereby established to advise the Mayor and Council on matters pertaining to the
conservation of trees and tree canopy cover on public and private lands within the City
and to take instruction from the Mayor and Council regarding such issues.

2. The Board shall consist of the members of the Planning Commission who
shall be appointed by the Mayor and Council.

3. The Board shall give non-binding advice to the Mayor and Council on the
Ordinance, provide leadership in the development of understanding of the objectives and
methods of the tree program, and assist the Building Inspector or his designee in the
development and maintenance of technical specifications and guidelines.

4. The Board shlel produce and maintain a list of proposed changes to the
kinds and species of trees described in the Tree Planting List attached as Appendix B to
this Ordinance. Any such changes may be adopted by ordinance of the Council and may
be changed from time to time by ordinance. Upon such adoption, the changes shall
become a part of this Ordinance.

5. The Board may enlist technical advisors in the fields of land development,

landscape architecture and horticulture or related professions as needed and approved

(d)  Applicability and General Provisions.

1 Except as specifically exempted in this Section, the terms and provisions of

this Ordinance shall apply to any activity which requires the issuance of a land

disturbance permit.
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2. No land disturbance permit shall be issued until it is determined that the

proposed development is in conformance with the provisions of this Ordinance.

3. No person shall remove, cause to be removed, poison, damage, trim or
transplant any tree with a trunk diameter of three (3) inches or more at breast height
which normally attains a mature height of fifteen (15) feet or more but without first
obtaining a permit, as provided herein.

(e)  Exemptions. The following activities shall be exempt from the provisions of this
article; provided however, that in cases where these exemptions would provide for the removal
of one or more specimen trees as defined by this article, all reasonable efforts shall be made to
preserve said specimen trees.

1. The removal of trees, other than specimen trees, from any lot of less than
one acre in size and which contains or is zoned and platted or to be platted for purposes
of constructing a detached, single family residence or duplex.

2. Nurseries or orchards. This exception shall not be interpreted to include
timber harvesting or the removal of trees incidental to development of the land.

3. Easements, where necessary to install, remove, repair, or maintain
utilities within said easements.

4. The removal of trees on public rights-of-way by or on behalf of any
federal, state, county, municipal or other government agency with jurisdiction, where
necessary to lawfully construct, maintain, repair or improve said public rights-of-way.

3. The removal of trees or other specimen trees, from detention ponds and
drainage easements where necessary for the construction, maintenance, or operation of

said ponds or drainage improvements within said drainage easements.

Under the "3%" scenario, a resident on a 1/4 acre lot would be required to fall under the tree
ordinance if the construction/land disturbance permit exceeded 327 square feet.

A5 acre lot would fall under the ordinance if construction exceeded 6,534 square feet.
Under either scenario, the proposed modification would require compliance with the tree

ordinance if any speciman tree was scheduled to be removed, no matter what size
construction was planned.
