AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF
DORAVILLE, GEORGIA AS AMENDED TO ADOPT AMENDED SECTIONS

2-240 THROUGH 2-242, ARTICLE IX PERSONNEL POLICIES, CHAPTER 2
ADMINISTRATION; TO PROVIDE SEVERABILITY; TO PROVIDE
PENALTIES; TO PROVIDE FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING
ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN ADOPTION AND EFFECTIVE
DATE; TO PROVIDE FOR CODIFICATION; AND TO PROVIDE FOR
OTHER LAWFUL PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City of Doraville, Georgia desires to foster a healthy, efficient, and

productive work environment for its staff in their mission to serve the interests of the citizens of
the City;

WHEREAS, the City has a duly adopted personnel policy ordinance and corresponding
employee manual;

WHEREAS, after due deliberation the Mayor and Council have elected to adopt
revisions to the personnel ordinance and corresponding manual in order to update and keep
current employment policies for the benefit of City employees and management; and

WHEREAS, the health, safety, welfare and aesthetics of the citizens of the City of
Doraville shall be improved and protected by adoption and implementation of this Ordinance.

THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DORAVILLE, GEORGIA

HEREBY ORDAIN:
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Section 1.

That the Code of Ordinances, City of Doraville, Georgia is hereby amended by adding a
section to be numbered Article IX, Personnel Policies, Chapter 2, Administration, Section 2-240
through 2-242, which said section reads as follows:

"Chapter 2. Administration.

Article IX. Personnel Policies.

Sec. 2-240. Adoption.

The provisions entitled "City of Doraville Employee Manual Adopted by Ordinance
June 15, 2009. Adopted June 29, 2009, Effective Date July 1, 2009" consisting of eleven (11)
sections, each inclusive, is re-adopted in its entirety in this article with the following sections
being amended on October 4, 2010. A copy of said code provision is maintained in the office of
the City Clerk.

Sec. 2-241. Repealer.

All ordinances concerning personnel policies and procedures enacted on or before
June 15, 2009 and not included in the aforesaid City of Doraville Employee Manual, or
recognized and continued in force by reference therein, are hereby repealed.

Sec. 2-242. Prior policies and revisions.

(@)  Policies not revived. The repealer provided for in section 2-241 above shall not

be construed to revive any personnel policy, procedure, or part thereof that has

been repealed by a subsequent personnel policy, or procedure that is repealed by

this article.

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2. Section 2.4 is amended as follows:

Section 2.4. Americans with Disabilities Act. It is the City’s policy to provide
equal employment opportunity to applicants and employees with covered
disabilities under the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, as amended,
(“ADA”), the Georgia Equal Employment for Persons with Disabilities Act
(“GEEPDA”), or other applicable law. This policy applies to all aspects of
employment and application for employment. As required by the ADA, the
GEEPDA, or other applicable law, the City will provide reasonable
accommodations to qualified individuals with a disability in the workplace unless
such accommodations present an undue hardship or if the individual is a direct
threat to the health or safety of the individual or others.

An individual with a disability may request a reasonable accommodation
at any time during the application process or during employment. Reasonable
accommodations are changes made to the work environment or to the manner or
circumstances in which the job customarily is performed that allow an individual
with a disability to perform all essential job functions. The City is not required,
however, to provide an accommodation if doing so would cause an undue
hardship to the City or if the individual is a direct threat to the health or safety of
the individual or others in the workplace.

All requests for accommodations will be addressed in connection with an
interactive dialogue with the affected individual. To request an accommodation,
an individual should complete an Accommodation Request Form (which is
available in the City Clerk’s office at City Hall) and return it to the Mayor.
Alternatively, an individual may speak to their Department Director informally
about a request for accommodation, but may be asked to complete an
Accommodation Request Form.

Upon receiving a request for accommodation, the City will seek an
interactive process with the individual to clarify his or her needs and identify the
appropriate reasonable accommodation. During this process, the City may
request reasonable documentation, including medical documentation, of the
individual’s disability and need for a reasonable accommodation. Failure to
provide required medical information or to otherwise participate in a meaningful
way in the interactive dialogue process regarding an accommodation request may
result in denial of an accommodation. Because of the personal nature of some
disability issues, the City will take every reasonable effort to ensure
confidentiality during the review process. Individuals will be notified of our
decision regarding their request for an accommodation.

Any individual believing that he or she has witnessed or been subject to
discrimination or harassment based on a disability or that a reasonable
accommodation has not been provided should follow the complaint procedure set
Jorth below in this EEO Policy.
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3. Section 3.5 is amended as follows:

Section 3.5. Categories of Employment. All new employees shall begin their
employment with the City on a probationary period. See Section 3.2 above.

Full-Time Employees work a regular workweek (usually 40 hours) and are
eligible for our fringe benefits package as described in the applicable benefit plan
documents.

Part-Time Employees normally work 30 hours or less each week and are
eligible for statutory benefits only.

Seasonal Employees are hired to perform a specific job for a specified
period of time, normally less than one year. These employees are eligible for
statutory benefits only.

It is important for all employees to understand that: (1) no employee is
guaranteed any certain number of hours per week or a particular schedule; and
(2) employees may be shifted from part-time to full-time or vice versa and the City
specifically reserves the right to make changes to employees hours and schedule
without any advance notice or consent by the employee.

4. Section 4.3.2(A) is amended as follows:
Section 4.3.2. Overtime Compensation.

A. Non-Exempt Employees. Hours worked in excess forty (40) hours
in a work week are considered overtime for pay purposes, except
Jor Police Department employees. Only hours actually worked
count toward computing weekly overtime (i.e., PTO, compensatory
time off, and holidays do not count toward hours worked). Pay for
overtime hours worked shall be at the rate of one and one-half
(1.5) times the employee’s regular hourly rate of pay.
Alternatively, an employee may request to receive compensatory
time off instead of overtime pay, in which case compensatory time
off will be accumulated at the rate of one and one-half (1.5) hours
of compensatory time off for each overtime hour worked.
Employees requesting compensatory time off in lieu of overtime
pay may accrue up to a maximum of eighty (80) hours of
compensatory time off at any given time. Any overtime hours
worked by an employee after he has accrued eighty (80) hours of
compensatory time off will be paid time and a half for additional
overtime hours worked.
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Section 5.2.4 is amended as follows:

Section 5.2.4. Carry Over of PTO. Employees may carry over a
maximum of eight (8) days of unused, accrued PTO from one year to the
next [option B: nonexempt employees] and also may be paid for up to a
maximum of eight (8) additional days of unused, accrued PTO that is not
so carried over. Such payment will be made in the amount of eight (8)
hours of pay at the employee’s regular rate of pay for the year in which
the PTO was accrued. [option A: For salaried employees, the regular
rate of pay will be determined by computing the hourly equivalent of their
total annual base salary for the year in which the PTO was accrued based
on an assumption of a forty (40) hour work week for fifty two (52) weeks
per year.] Employees may not receive payment for unused, accrued PTO
until the maximum eight (8) days of unused, accrued PTO is carried over
to the following year and the employee is left with additional unused,
accrued PTO. [option B: The availability of payment for up to an
additional eight (8) days of PTO shall not apply to salaried, nonexempt
employees.] Any unused, accrued PTO that is not carried over to the
Jfollowing year or paid to the employee will be lost.

Section 5.3.5 is amended as follows:

Section 5.3.5. ADA, FMLA, or Other Leave. Employees may be eligible
Jor leave pursuant to federal or state law, and should apply for such leave
as allowed by law or in the City’s EEO Policy.

Section 6.6 is amended as follows:

Section 6.6. Domestic Partnerships. The application of benefits to
employees with a declared domestic partnership is governed by the City’s
Domestic Partnership Ordinance, which is set forth in Sections 2-250
through 2-258 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Doraville, Georgia.
Employees with specific questions should refer to the Domestic
Partnership Ordinance. In general, however, an employee who has filed a
declaration of domestic partnership with the City Clerk’s office, and who
has received a certificate of domestic partnership, is entitled to the City’s
leave benefits with regard to his or her domestic partner. An employee
who is eligible to receive City health and dental insurance benefits, who
has received a certificate of domestic partnership, also is entitled to the
extent allowed by the companies providing the coverage to obtain City
health and dental insurance coverage for the employee’s domestic
partner.

Section 7.2.2. Expense Reimbursement Policies.

A. Subsistence.

2, Meals. Employees are entitled to the per diem rate for
meals allowed by the State of Georgia.

Section 9.9. Social Media Policy.

Section 9.9.1. Introduction.

In general, the City views social networking websites (e.g.,
MySpace, Facebook, Twitter), personal websites, and blogs positively and
respects the right of employees to use them as a medium of self-
expression. However, the use of these types of websites can impact both
the City and employees alike. Therefore, the City has created this policy
to establish its expectations for employee use of these types of websites.

Section 9.9.2. Applicability.

This policy is meant to apply to social networking sites, personal
websites, blogs, photo sharing sites, video sharing sites, podcasts, as well
as bulletin boards and comments posted on other websites. For ease of
reference, this policy refers to all of these types of websites generically as
“social media websites.” The absence of an explicit reference to a
specific website is not meant to limit the application of this policy. Where
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no policy or guideline exists, employees should use their professional
Jjudgment and take the most prudent action possible. You should consult
with your Department Director if you are uncertain about any of your
activities on a social media website.

Section 9.9.3. No Interference with Job Duties.

As set forth in the City’s Technology Resources Policy in Section
9.6 of this Employee Handbook, the City’s Internet and computer
resources are provided to employees to allow them to complete their job
duties, and should be used for business purposes only. As such, the City
does not allow personal use of social media websites using City equipment
or networks or at all during an employee’s work time.

Section 9.9.4. Use Outside of Work.

Employees may use social media websites during their personal
time outside of work and without the use of City equipment or networks.
Employees must be aware, however, that information they display on the
Internet reflects not only on themselves, but could be associated with the
City as well. Therefore, employees are expected to follow these guidelines
when using any social media website:

1 Employees who wish to identify themselves as
employees of the City on any social media website must first obtain
written permission from the Mayor. After receiving permission,
employees must place a disclaimer in their profile, post, or
publication which clearly states that any and all opinions or views
expressed are those of the employee and not the City.

2. Confidential and proprietary information of the City
is not to be discussed or referred to by employees on any social
media website, even in private messages between site members
who have authorized access to the information.

3. Employees are responsible for reading, knowing,
and complying with the Terms of Service of the social media
websites they use.

4. Employees are expected at all times to comply with
the law in regard to copyright, trademark, and plagiarism. Posting
of someone else’s work without permission is not allowed.

Section 9.9.5. Other City Policies.
All other policies in this Employee Handbook apply with equal

Jorce to employee use of social media websites. In particular, employees
are expected to follow the City’s EEO policy when participating in social
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Section 2.

medial websites. The City considers behavior that is inappropriate in the
workplace to be inappropriate on the Internet as well, meaning that the
City’s EEO Policy concerning discrimination, harassment, and retaliation
applies equally to the treatment of employees in the workplace or on the
Internet.

Section 9.9.6. Disciplinary Action.

While the City respects the right of employees to use social media
websites, it has established this policy for the benefit and protection of the
City and its employees. Any employee witnessing or who believes a
violation of this policy has occurred should utilize the complaint
procedure set forth in the City’'s EEO Policy. The City takes the
expectations explained above very seriously. As such, employees are
advised that violating this policy may result in disciplinary action, up to
and including termination.

Section 9.10. Cell Phones and Portable Communication Devices.

Employees may not use cellular phones or any other type of
portable communications device for improper purposes. Therefore, unless
it is in pursuit of a legitimate business purpose, employees are not, while
acting on behalf of the City on and off City premises, permitted to use a
cellular phone or any other type of portable communications device to: (1)
take or transmit pictures of employees, visitors, or any other individuals
without their expressed consent; and (2) take or transmit pictures of the
Company'’s confidential information and trade secrets.

Further, employees may not use cell phones or any other portable
communications device while operating a motor vehicle on behalf of the
City. If employees must use cell phones while in their motor vehicle, they
must comply with the following safety guidelines: (1) always dial while
the car is not moving; (2) do not use the phone in heavy traffic or bad
weather; (3) use speed dialing whenever possible; (4) use a hands-free
device whenever possible; (5) do not look up phone numbers while
driving; (6) do not send text messages while driving; and (7) keep your
eyes on the road at all times while on the phone. Of course, employees
also must adhere to all federal, state, or local rules and regulations
regarding the use of cell phones while driving.”

c. In the event that any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this
Ordinance shall, for any reason whatsoever, be declared invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise
unenforceable by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, it is the
express intent of the Mayor and Council that such invalidity, unconstitutionality or
unenforceability shall, to the greatest extent allowed by law, not render invalid, unconstitutional
or otherwise unenforceable any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs or
sections of the Ordinance and that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, all remaining phrases,
clauses, sentences, paragraphs and sections of the Ordinance shall remain valid, constitutional,
enforceable, and of full force and effect.

Section 3.

Penalties provided for violations of this Ordinance as may be relevant are set out in
Section 1-12, as amended, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Doraville, Georgia and are hereby
incorporated as if set out fully.

Section 4.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby expressly repealed.
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Section S.

The preamble of this Ordinance shall be considered to be and is hereby incorporated by
reference as if fully set out herein.

CHAPTER 5 BUILDING AND BUILDING REGULATIONS, ARTICLE XI

CONSERVATION SUBDIVISION, SECTION 5-290 THROUGH 5-294; TO

PROVIDE SEVERABILITY; TO PROVIDE PENALTIES; TO PROVIDE FOR

REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN

ADOPTION AND EFFECTIVE DATE; TO PROVIDE FOR CODIFICATION;

AND TO PROVIDE FOR OTHER LAWFUL PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City staff makes regular reviews of City Codes for effectiveness, legal
sufficiency and ease of use;

(%) To conserve scenic views and reduce perceived density by maximizing the number
of houses with direct access to and views of open space.

) To preserve important historic and archaeological sites.

Sec. 5-291. General regulations.

(a)  Applicability of regulations. This conservation subdivision building option is
available in R-1, R-2 and mixed use (exclusive of CT) districts. However, nothing
in this article shall be construed to make this regulation a zoning ordinance.
Applicant shall comply with all other provisions of the subdivision regulations,
zoning code, building codes and all other applicable laws, except those that are
incompatible with the provisions contained herein.

()  Ownership of development site. The tract of land to be subdivided may be held in
single and separate ownership or in multiple ownership. If held in multiple
ownership, however, the site shall be developed according to a single plan with
common authority and common responsibility.

(c) Housing density determination. The maximum number of lots in the conservation
subdivision shall be determined by either of the following two (2) methods at the
determination of the City building staff based on a finding that the method
selected will preserve more area for the subdivision.

L Calculation: The maximum number of lots is determined by dividing the
area of the tract of land by the minimum lot size specified in the

underlying zoning. In making this calculation, the following shall not be
included in the total area of the parcel: One hundred eight (108):
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A Slopes over twenty-five percent (25%) of at least five thousand
(5,000) square feet contiguous area;

B. The 100-year floodplain;

C. Bodies of open water over five thousand (5,000) square feet
contiguous area;

D. Wetlands that meet the definition of the Army Corps of Engineers
pursuant to the Clean Water Act; or

E. Anticipated right-of-way needs for roads and utilities.

2. Yield plan. The maximum number of lots is based on a conventional
subdivision design plan, prepared by the applicant, in which the tract of
land is subdivided in a manner intended to yield the highest number of lots
possible. The plan does not have to meet formal requirements for a site
design plan, but the design must be capable of being constructed given site
Jeatures and all applicable regulations.

Sec. 5-293. Application requirements.

(@)  Site analysis map required. Concurrent with the submission of a site concept
plan, applicant shall prepare and submit a site analysis map. The purpose of the
site analysis map is to ensure that the important site features have been
adequately identified prior to the creation of the site design, and that the
proposed open space will meet the requirements of this article. The preliminary
site plan shall include the following features:

L Property boundaries;
2. All streams, rivers, lakes, wetlands and other hydrologic features;

3. Topographic contours of no less than ten-foot intervals;

4. All primary and secondary conservation areas labeled by type, as
described in section 5-294 of this article;

J. General vegetation characteristics;

6. General soil types;

7. The planned location of protected open space;
8. Existing roads and structures; and
9. Potential connections with existing green space and trails.
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) Open space management plan required. An open space management plan, as
described in section 5-294, shall be prepared and submitted prior to the issuance
of a land disturbance permit.

(©) Instrument of permanent protection required. An instrument of permanent
protection, such as a conservation easement or permanent restrictive covenant
and as described in section 5-294, shall be placed on the open space concurrent
with the issuance of a land disturbance permit.

@ Other requirements. The applicant shall adhere to all other applicable
requirements of any relevant subdivision regulation, zoning or building code.

Sec. 5-294. Open space.

(a)  Definition. Open space is the portion of the conservation subdivision that has
been set aside for permanent protection. Activities within the open space are
restricted in perpetuity through the use of an approved legal instrument.

(b)  Standards to determine open space.

1L The minimum restricted open space shall comprise at least forty percent
(40%) of the gross tract area.

2. The following are considered primary conservation areas and are
required to be included within the open space, unless the applicant
demonstrates that this provision would constitute an unusual hardship and
be counter to the purpose of this article:

A The regulatory 100- year floodplain;

B. Buffer zones of at least seventy-five feet (75) wide along all
perennial and intermittent streams;

C. Slopes above twenty-five percent (25%) of at least five thousand
(5,000) square feet contiguous area;

D. Wetlands that meet the definition used by the Army Corps of
Engineers pursuant to the Clean Water Act;
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E. Populations of endangered or threatened species, or habitat for
such species; and

F. Archaeological sites, cemeteries and burial grounds.

3 The following are considered secondary conservation areas and should be
included with the open space to the maximum extent feasible:

A Important historic sites;

B. Existing healthy, native forests of at least one (1) acre contiguous
area;

C. Individual existing healthy trees greater than eight inches (8”)
caliper, as measured from their outermost drip line;

D. Other significant natural features and scenic view sheds such as
ridge lines, peaks and rock outcroppings, particularly those that
can be seen from public roads; One hundred ten (110);

E. Prime agricultural lands of at least five (5) acres contiguous area;
and

F. Existing trails that connect the tract to neighboring areas.

4. Above-ground utility rights-of-way and small areas of impervious surface
may be included within the protected open space but cannot be counted
towards the 40 percent (40%) minimum area requirement (exception:
historic structures and existing trails may be counted). Large areas of
impervious surface shall be excluded from the open space.

5. At least seventy-five percent (75%) of the open space shall be in a
contiguous tract. The open space should adjoin any neighboring areas of
open space, other protected areas, and non-protected natural areas that
would be candidates for inclusion as part of a future area of protected
open space.

6. The open space shall be directly accessible to the largest practicable
number of lots within the subdivision. Non-adjoining lots shall be
provided with safe, convenient access 10 the open space.

© Permitted uses of open space. Uses of open space may include the following:

1 Conservation of natural, archeological or historical resources;

2. Meadows, woodlands, wetlands, wildlife corridors, game preserves or
similar conservation-oriented areas;
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3. Walking or bicycle trails, provided they are constructed of porous paving

materials;
4. Passive recreation areas;
b Active recreation areas provided that they are limited to no more than

ten percent (10%) of the total open space and are not located within
primary conservation areas. Active recreation areas may include
impervious surfaces. Active recreation areas in excess of this limit must
be located outside of the protected open space.

6. Agriculture, horticulture, silviculture or pasture uses, provided that all
applicable best management practices are used to minimize environmental
impacts, and such activities not conducted within primary conservation

areas;

7. Non-structural stormwater management practices;

8. Easements for drainage, access and underground utility lines; or

9. Other conservation-oriented uses compatible with the purpose of this
article.

(d)  Prohibited uses of open space.
L Golf courses;

2. Roads, parking lots and impervious surfaces, except as specifically
authorized in the previous sections;

3. Agricultural and forestry activities are not conducted according to
accepted best management practices; and

4. Other activities as determined by the applicant and recorded on the legal
instrument providing for permanent protection.

(e Ownership and management of open space.

1 Ownership of open space. The applicant must identify the owner of the
open space who is responsible for maintaining the open space and
facilities located thereon. If a homeowners’ association is the owner,
membership in the association shall be mandatory and automatic for all
homeowners of the subdivision and their successors. If a homeowners’
association is the owner, the homeowners’ association shall have lien
authority to ensure the collection of dues from all members. The
responsibility for maintaining the open space and any facilities thereon
shall be borne by the owner.
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Management plan. Applicant shall submit a plan for management of open
space and common facilities (“plan”) that:

A. Allocates responsibility and guidelines for the maintenance and
operation of the open space and any facilities located thereon,
including provisions for ongoing maintenance and for long term
capital improvements;

B. Estimates the costs and staffing requirements needed for
maintenance and operation of, and insurance for, the open space
and outlines the means by which such funding will be obtained or
provided;

C. Provides that any changes to the plan be approved by the building
official; and

D. Provides for enforcement of the plan.

In the event the party responsible for maintenance of the open space fails
to maintain all or any portion in reasonable order and condition, the City
may assume responsibility for its maintenance and may enter the premises
and take corrective action, including the provision for extended
maintenance. The costs of such corrective action, including the provision
of extended maintenance. The costs of such maintenance may be charged
to the owner, homeowners’ association, and may include administrative
costs and penalties. Such costs shall become a lien on all subdivision
properties.

@ Legal instrument for permanent protection.

The open space shall be protected in perpetuity by a binding legal
instrument that is recorded with the deed. The instrument shall be one (1)
of the following:

A A permanent conservation easement in favor of either:

(1) A land trust or similar conservation-oriented non-profit
organization with legal authority to accept such easements.

The owner, lessee or tenant of any residential property located within the City
may consiruct or expand driveways on said property to a maximum width of
twenty-four feet (24°), but in no event shall such driveway cover more than thirty
percent (30%) of total area of the property in question, excluding structures
thereon. Such driveway may extend to a line which is located at a point parallel
to the rear portion of the main structure located on such property, or if there is a
garage behind such main structure, then to such garage. any driveway shall not
be less than four inches (4”) in thickness and shall be composed of either
concrete, asphalt, pavers or brick. Visible grass and weeds shall not be allowed
to grow through any such driveway. All persons shall obtain a building permit
Jrom the City before the commencement of any construction Jor any driveway.
Existing driveways constructed of gravel shall have the soil under such gravel
treated and visible grass or weeds shall not be allowed to grow through any such
driveway. In addition, gravel driveways shall contain landscape timbers or
similar retaining materials that will contain such gravel within its allocated
location.

Gravel driveways at houses which are more than sixty-five (65) years old shall be
exempt from this provision.

Any gravel driveway in existence and duly registered with the City pursuant to
this section by December 31, 2010 shall not be required to comply with
sections (a) or (b). However, no driveway shall cover more than thirty percent
(30%) of the total area of any property excluding structures thereon.

1. Registration of existing driveways must occur in writing by December 31,

2010 on a form provided by the City.
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2. Any person who desires to register a driveway must bring a clearly visible
photograph(s) showing the existence, status and location of an existing
driveway.

3. No existing driveway can be expanded beyond the parameters shown in

the registration photograph(s).

Section 2.

a. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Mayor and Council that all sections,
paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are or were, upon their enactment,
believed by the Mayor and Council to be fully valid, enforceable and constitutional.

b. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Mayor and Council that, to the
greatest extent allowed by law, each and every section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of
this Ordinance is severable from every other section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of
this Ordinance. It is hereby further declared to be the intention of the Mayor and Council that, to
the greatest extent allowed by law, no section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance is mutually dependent upon any other section paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of
this Ordinance.

c. In the event that any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this
Ordinance shall, for any reason whatsoever, be declared invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise
unenforceable by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, it is the
express intent of the Mayor and Council that such invalidity, unconstitutionality or
unenforceability shall, to the greatest extent allowed by law, not render invalid, unconstitutional
or otherwise unenforceable any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs or

sections of the Ordinance and that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, all remaining phrases,
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clauses, sentences, paragraphs and sections of the Ordinance shall remain valid, constitutional,
enforceable, and of full force and effect.
Section 3.

Penalties provided for violations of this Ordinance are set out in Section 1-12, as
amended, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Doraville, Georgia and are hereby incorporated as
if set out fully.

Section 4.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby expressly repealed.
Section S.

The preamble of this Ordinance shall be considered to be and is hereby incorporated by
reference as if fully set out herein.

Section 6.

The Ordinance shall be codified in a manner consistent with the laws of the State of
Georgia and the City of Doraville.

Section 7.

It is in the intention of the governing body, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions
of this Ordinance shall become and be made part of the code Ordinances, City of Doraville,
Georgia and the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention.
Section 8.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption by the Mayor and Council.

ARTICLE III. PAWNSHOPS*

Sec. 6-76. Definitions.

For the purposes of this article the following words and phrases shall have the meanings
respectively ascribed to them by this section.

Employee means any person working for an owner or pawnbroker or any owner or
pawnbroker who in the performance of his duties comes into substantial contact with members
of the public incidental to pawn related activities, whether on a parttime or fulltime basis and
either with or without remuneration.

Pawn or pledge means a bailment of personal property as security for any debt or
engagement, redeemable upon certain terms and with the applied power of sale upon default.

Pawnbroker means any person whether an owner or not who works in a pawnshop on a
regular basis and in a managerial capacity whereby he has charge of the business or operation
of the pawnshop. A "pawnbroker" is further defined as any person whose business or
occupation it is to take or receive, by way of pledge, pawn or exchange, any goods, wares or
merchandise, or any kind of personal property whatsoever, as security for the repayment of
money lent thereon. The term shall also mean any person, firm, corporation or partnership
engaged in the business of buying, selling, bartering, taking any item on consignment,
exchanging in any manner at retail or wholesale, or otherwise dealing for profit in secondhand
goods obtained from anyone other than a licensed wholesaler. Such term shall also include
sellers and vendors in flea markets; provided, however, that nothing in this article shall apply
to:

(1) Those organizations or entities registered with the state as nonprofit religious or
charitable organizations which sell reconditioned or used articles;

(2) Garage sales at private residences, limited to four (4) per year per household, unless
a permit required by this article is obtained;

(3) Dealers exclusively engaged in the sale of numismatic coins or other coinage.

Pawnshop means any business wherein a substantial part thereof is to take or receive, by
way of pledge, pawn or exchange, any goods, wares, merchandise or any other kind or type or
article of personal property, as security for the repayment of money lent thereon. The term
"pawnshop" includes any person engaged in the business of buying, selling, bartering, taking
any item on consignment, exchanging in any manner at retail or wholesale or otherwise
dealing for profit in secondhand goods, obtained from anyone other than a licensed wholesaler.
Such term shall include pawnbrokers and all dealers who are in the business of purchasing
tangible personal property from persons or sources other than manufacturers or licensed
dealers. The term shall also mean a business wherein a certain space, area, or particular
location is leased, loaned or sold to persons, firms or corporations to enable those persons,

firms or corporations to sell, barter, trade, exchange, consign or buy secondhand goods. For
purposes of this article, this type of business or business arrangement is sometimes referred
to as a "flea market."

Secondhand goods means tangible personal property, security or printed evidences of
indebtedness, which property is purchased by, deposited with, or delivered into the possession
of a secondhand dealer in the course of his business, including items taken on consignment, to
include but not be limited to gold, silver, platinum, or other precious metal, jewelry, diamonds,
gems, and other precious or semiprecious stones, audio and video components and equipment,
citizens band radios, photographic equipment, including but not limited to cameras, lenses,
electronic flashes, tripods and developing equipment, machinery, tools, electric motors,
calculators, musical instruments, typewriters, firearms, electronic equipment, radios, and all
other items of personal property.

Sec. 6-77. Exclusions.

Nothing in this article shall apply to:

(1) Those organizations or entities registered with the state as nonprofit, religious or
charitable organizations which sell reconditioned or used articles.

(2) Garage sales by private residents, limited to four (4) per year per household unless a
secondhand dealer license is obtained.

(8) Dealers exclusively engaged in the sale or exchange of numismatic coins or other
coinage.

Sec. 6-78. Annual permit required.

All persons, before beginning the business of operating a pawn shop, or similar place where
money is advanced on goods or other effects, or merchandise of any kind is taken in pawn, shall
first file an application with the police department for an annual permit to conduct this
business.

Sec. 6-79. Application for permit.

The application for the annual permit under this article shall state the street and number
at which it is proposed to operate the business. The application shall contain the full name,
address, phone number, date of birth and social security number of all persons, including
pawnbrokers, owning any interest in the proposed business plus any additional information,
including fingerprints, deemed necessary by the police department. If the proposed applicant
is a corporation, the name, address, phone number and date of birth of each and every officer,
director and shareholder shall be furnished in addition to the above information. The proposed

applicant shall pay the costs of administering this section and the issuance of the permit but
such cost shall not exceed an amount determined by the City Council and listed in the schedule
of fees and charges maintained in the City Clerk's office.

Sec. 6-80. Permit required for occupation tax certificate.

No occupation tax certificate shall be issued to any person for the conduct of pawnshop
operation until the annual permit required by this article shall have been granted by the police
department.

Sec. 6-81. Employee identification card.

No person shall be employed by a pawnshop who performs duties which result in
substantial contact with members of the public incidental to the operation of a pawnshop until
this person has been fingerprinted by the police department and has been issued a personal
identification card authorizing this person to be employed by a pawnshop. It shall be the duty
of the pawnbroker to assure that the provisions of this section are fully and completely
complied with.

Sec. 6-82. Character of applicant, ete.

No person shall be issued an annual permit or an identification card or a occupation tax
certificate for the operation of a pawnshop, as required by this article, or a permit to act as an
employee thereof, who has been convicted or pleaded nolo contendere to a crime involving
moral turpitude, or to any crime involving theft, embezzlement, burglary, forgery or any crime
against the property of another. No corporation shall be issued an annual permit or ocecupation
tax certificate for the operation of a pawnshop if any of its officers or directors or employees
have been convicted or pleaded nolo contendere to a crime involving moral turpitude, or to any
crime involving theft, embezzlement, burglary, forgery or any crime against the property of
another.

Sec. 6-83. Books, records.

All pawnbrokers shall keep books wherein shall be entered an accurate description of all
property pledged, consigned, traded or sold to them. This description shall include to the
extent possible the name of the maker of the article, any identifying mark or number, and a
statement of the kind of material of which it is made. In these books there shall be entered also
the full name and address of the person by whom it was deposited or sold and the time when
it was done. These entries shall be made as soon after the transaction as is possible, in no event
more than one (1) hour thereafter. The pawnbroker shall obtain the right index fingerprint
provided that finger has not been amputated; if so, a print from the next adjoining finger shall

be acceptable. If the person's fingerprint has been previously obtained by the pawnbroker, it
shall not be necessary to obtain another print provided such print is readily available upon
request. Normal commercial transactions with established businesses shall be exempted.

The pawnbroker shall also obtain a photograph and fingerprint of the person by whom
property is deposited, consigned, or sold and shall do so each time property is pawned,
consigned, or sold. It shall be acceptable for the pawnbroker to take an undeveloped picture of
such person which shall be cross-indexed with the name and address of the person by whom
the property was pawned, conveyed, or sold, and the pawnbroker shall make such film
available to the City police department upon request with the responsibility of developing
being placed upon the City police department. Such undeveloped film shall be retained along
with other required documentation for a period of twelve (12) months from the date of such
pawn or sale. Such photograph shall not be required where purchases are made in the ordinary
course of business from wholesalers who have a valid wholesale identification number and who
furnishes a receipt for such property.

Sec. 6-84. Daily reports to police.

(a) Every pawnbroker shall submit a daily report in writing to the police department, in
such form and in such manner as may be prescribed by the police department, of all property
pledged, traded or bought by him during the twenty-four (24) hours ending at 9:00 p.m. on the
date of the report. These reports shall be typewritten. In addition to any other information
required by the police department, they shall show:

(1) The name and address of the pawnbroker.
(2) The serial number of pawn tickets.

(3)  Afull description of all articles, including kind, style, material, color, design, kind and
number of stones in jewelry and all identifying names, marks and numbers.

(4)  Adescription of persons selling or pawning, including the full name, address, race, sex,
social security number and/or driver's license number, passport or military I.D.

Insufficient reports shall be rejected and any pawnbroker knowingly making them shall be
deemed guilty of being in violation of this section.

(b) In addition to the other records and information and called for above, each pawnbroker
shall obtain from each person pawning any article or articles with this pawnbroker the
fingerprint of the righthand index finger unless this finger is missing in which event the print
of the next finger in existence on the righthand of the person pawning the article or articles
shall be obtained with a notation as to the exact finger which is printed. All prints shall be
made on forms approved by the police department and the pawnbroker shall obtain all other
information called for on the form approved. Fingerprints and the information as required
herein shall be obtained from all persons pawning or trading any article with a pawnbroker.
Each such person upon request, shall furnish a photograph of his full face to the pawnbroker.
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(¢) In addition to the other records and information as called for, each pawnbroker may
photograph each customer, with the photograph showing the pawnbroker's ticket and
transaction number. These photographs shall be reduced to a negative form and maintained by
the pawnbroker as a permanent business record.

(d) Effective upon the adoption of this section, all pawn brokers within the City shall be
required to utilize a computerized pawn sheet program providing for daily reports as herein
above required and the City will provide to the licensees the software program needed to
accomplish the same. However, licensee shall be required to maintain computer systems that
are compatible with those maintained by the city. All licensees shall be required to maintain
a backup copy of all data furnished to the City for a minimum of thirty (30) days and shall
make the same available upon reasonable request by representatives of the city.

otherwise, excluding goods previously purchased and previously reported to the police
department.

Sec. 6-87. Mutilation of identification numbers.

Any pawnbroker offered any such article in pawn or in sale shall
immediately notify the police department.

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Sec. 6-88. Examination and inspection of articles by police.

All goods purchased or acquired by a pawnbroker shall at all times be subject to
examination and inspection by the police department. If upon inspection a police officer shall
have reasonable cause to believe that any of the property is stolen he shall segregate it. It shall
thereafter be unlawful for the person in possession of the property to dispose of it, or in any
way mutilate, trade, barter, sell, disfigure or change the character of it, until the later of seven
(7) days from the date of the inspection or thirty (30) days from the date of the receipt have
elapsed, whichever comes last. The police department may renew hold orders indefinitely.

Sec. 6-89. Dealing with minors.

It shall be unlawful for any pawnbroker, his agents or employees, to receive any goods in
pawn, trade or sale from minors.

Any person failing to comply with any provision of this article or any other law, ordinance
or regulation as may be passed by the City for the conduct of the business of a pawnshop or
pawnbroker shall have his license to conduct such business revoked. This revocation shall
result from a conviction in any court for violation of any provision of this article or any other
ordinance or regulation covering the conduct of the business for which a permit or license shall
have been issued.

(3) Make any false entry in any book, record or entry required to be kept or made by this
article.

(4) Falsify, obliterate, destroy or remove from the place of business any records of articles
taken in pawn, trade or sale.

(5) Refuse to allow any duly authorized law enforcement officer to inspect the books and
records, or any articles taken in trade or pawn during the ordinary course of business
or at any other reasonable time.

(6) Sell, exchange, trade or barter or in any other way dispose of any article prior to the
time limits required in this article.

(7)  Fail to make the written reports as required by this article.
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(8) Trade, barter, pawn or purchase any article from any person under age eighteen (18)
years, except for refunds or trade-ins of items originally sold to him.

ARTICLE IV. PEDDLERS AND HAWKERS*

Sec. 6-110. License required.

It shall be unlawful for any peddler to engage in any business in the City unless, prior to
engaging in such business, such peddler has applied and obtained a license as provided for
herein. Furthermore, no peddler shall engage in any business in the City unless said peddler
has complied with the provisions of Chapter 46 of Title 43 of the Official Code of Georgia
Annotated, more particularly described as the Transient Merchant Act of Georgia.

The
term "peddler" shall also mean any person traveling from house to house or business to
business offering personal services such as, by way of example, lawn maintenance or lawn
care, home improvement sales or services, or any other type of service or labor of whatever type
of character.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF
DORAVILLE, GEORGIA AS AMENDED TO AMEND SECTIONS 2-240
THROUGH 2-242, PERSONNEL HANDBOOK SECTION 10.3.3(E),
ARTICLE IX PERSONNEL POLICIES, CHAPTER 2 ADMINISTRATION; TO
PROVIDE SEVERABILITY; TO PROVIDE PENALTIES; TO PROVIDE FOR
REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN
ADOPTION AND EFFECTIVE DATE; TO PROVIDE FOR CODIFICATION;

AND TO PROVIDE FOR OTHER LAWFUL PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City of Doraville, Georgia desires to foster a healthy, efficient, and

productive work environment for its staff in their mission to serve the interests of the citizens of
the City;

WHEREAS, the City has a duly adopted personnel policy ordinance and corresponding
employee manual;

WHEREAS, on August 23, 2010 the Mayor and Council adopted a policy for the
conduct of appeals of terminations and inducements to resign;

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Section 1.

That the Code of Ordinances, City of Doraville, Georgia is hereby amended by adding a
section to be numbered Article IX, Personnel Policies, Chapter 2, Administration, Section 2-240
through 2-242, which said section reads as follows:

Sec. 2-240. Adoption.

The employee is allowed to be represented by counsel at the public
hearing before the City Council if he or she so chooses.

The Mayor and Members of the City Council may ask questions of
witnesses when each witness is presented.

The City Council can receive and consider any relevant
documents, in addition to the witness testimony.

The Georgia Open Meetings Act allows the deliberation of the City
Council to occur in executive session.

It is in the intention of the governing body, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions
of this Ordinance shall become and be made part of the Code Ordinances, City of Doraville,
Georgia and the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention.

The
services include comprehensive preventive, early detection, rehabilitation and treatment services for five major groups: adults with serious
or chronic mental illness, children and adolescents who are severely emotionally disturbed, pecple who are mentally retarded, adults
addicted to alcohol or other drugs and teens with alcohol and drug problems. Services are provided through community mental health
center clinics, mental retardation day training centers, detoxification units; day treatment programs, and a variety of residential programs
for all disability groups. A number of the community programs are operated through contracts with private nonprofit agencies.
WELFARE: (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families/TANF) - State program based in DeKalb County. TANF provides assistance 0
needy families with children on a temporary basis and provides parents with job preparation, work opportunities and other support services
such as child care, to enable them to become self-sufficient and leave the program as soon as possible. Services also include foster care
and adoption where appropriate, helps parents collect child support and provide adult protection services.

SENIOR SERVICES: Services provided through Senior Connections, a non-profit organization designated by the County to provide
comprehensive services for persons S5 and older. Services include congregate meals and fetlowship, transportation, home-delivered
meals, home health care and home maintenance programs. Programs are designed to help older people maintain independence and avoid

premature institutionalization.

8. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates
that staff will provide Council with a list of items
denoted in red on the June 30th proposed fee schedule
which have existing fees. The motion was seconded by
Councilmember Roche. Motion was then amended by
Counci lmember Bates and seconded by Councilmember
Roche for staff to combine a previously supplied and

undated list of fees from 200872009 with the June 30th
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list. The motion was passed by unanimous vote.
9. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates
that the fees for pawn shops and precious metal

dealers will be effective from today"s date through
4

December 31, 2011 and annually thereafter. The motion
was seconded by Councilmember Fleming. The motion was
passed by unanimous vote.

10. A motion was made by Councilmember Pachuta
to direct city attorney to update pawn shop ordinance
by changing 40 days to 30 days; to propose distance
regulations, grandfathering of current businesses;
propose distance regulations from residential areas,
propose hours of operation. This shall also include
title pawn businesses. The motion was seconded by
Councilmember Roche. The motion was passed by
unanimous vote.

11. A motion was made by Councilmember Roche to
delete in proposed personnel policies, Employee
Complaint Hearings, paragraph 7, the sentence
beginning, "Irrelevant testimony about an employee®s
general character™ through the remainder of the
paragraph. The motion was seconded by Councilmember
Fleming. The motion was denied by the casting of a
dissenting vote by Mayor Jenkins, breaking a 3-3 tie
with Councilmembers Alexander, Pachuta and Pittman
dissenting.

12. A motion was made by Councilmember Pachuta
to approve ordinance regarding previously adopted
hearing procedures to be included in Employee Manual.

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The motion was seconded by Councilmember Pittman. The
motion was passed by a 4-2 vote, with Councilmembers
Fleming and Roche dissenting.

13. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates to
postpone discussion of proposed Conservation
Subdivision ordinance amendments until next agenda.
The motion was seconded by Councilmember Pachuta. The
motion was passed by unanimous vote.

14. A motion was made by Councilmember Roche to
opt out of the following services under Dekalb County
Service Delivery Strategy: basic police services,
nonbasic police services, parks and recreation.
Street and road maintenance will be retained. The
motion was seconded by Councilmember Bates. The
motion was passed by unanimous vote.

15. A motion was made by Councilmember Pittman
to extend the meeting until the agenda is complete.
The motion was seconded by Councilmember Bates. The
motion was passed by unanimous vote.

16. A motion was made by Councilmember Fleming
to go into Executive Session to deliberate personnel
complaint regarding Scott Haeberlin. The motion was
seconded by Councilmember Roche. The motion was
passed by unanimous vote.

17. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates to

limit the questioning during personnel hearing to the
25 items contained in Councilmember Fleming®s

complaint. The motion was seconded by Councilmember
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Pittman. The motion was passed by a 5-1 vote, with
Councilmember Fleming recusing herself.

18. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates to
deny the objection of Scott Haeberlin to the personnel
hearing. The motion was seconded by Councilmember
Alexander. The motion was passed by a 5-1 vote, with
Councilmember Fleming recusing herself.

19. A motion was made by Councilmember Pachuta
to come out of Executive Session. The motion was
seconded by Councilmember Pittman. The motion was
passed by unanimous vote.

20. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates
that effective October 1, 2010, Scott Haeberlin will
be suspended without pay for two weeks; PTO and comp
time may not be used to fulfill the suspension; that
he should not appear on City property during the
suspension period; that he will be placed on a 90-day
probationary period and shall receive his AICP
certification no later than 5/31/2011. Pursuant to
Customer Service Policy that will be implemented, the
results of any investigation will be used for

evaluation for continued City employment, and failure
7

to comply with a performance improvement plan will
result in termination. The motion was seconded by
Councilmember Pittman. The motion was passed by
unanimous vote.

21. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates to
implement a Customer Satisfaction Survey and Review
Policy effective immediately which will apply to all
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departments, as follows: a visitor sign-in sheet will

be maintained in all departments, and visitors should
be encouraged to sign the sheet with complete name and
mailing address. Random customer service surveys will
be sent to customers who will then be requested to
return the survey to an independent third party who
will evaluate the surveys, and report to Council, and
investigate customer service complaints when
warranted. Mandatory customer service training will
be completed by 12/31/2010. The motion was seconded
by Councilmember Pittman. The motion was passed by
unanimous vote.

22. A motion was made by Councilmember Bates to
adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by
Councilmember Pittman. The motion was passed by
unanimous vote.
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
