Action Requested: Staff will be presenting the City’s two LCI pre-qualified projects —
the New Peachtree Road and Park Avenue Renovation projects — for discussion and
feedback purposes.

Background: Every two years, the Atlanta Regional Commission makes a call for LCI
pre-qualified projects. The City recently concluded the design phase of both projects,
which was funded through the MARTA Offset program, a special call for LCI funding.
LCI funds originate from the U.S. Department of Transportation, who requires a 20%
local match. According to U.S. DOT policy, “soft costs” or costs associated with design
cannot count towards the match. Other sources of federal funding, such as the CDBG
program, cannot be applied towards the match.

The grant application is due September 23, 2011. In addition to the application itself, a
resolution from the governing body supporting the project is required. ARC is expected
to announce recipients by late November 2011. LCI implementation projects are long-
term projects that typically take between 2-4 years to complete. The City’s match would
be spread out over the course of this 2-4 year timeframe. Grant funds are dispersed to





local governments on a reimbursement basis. Each invoice submitted is reimbursed
80%.

LCl implementation projects are eligible to receive up to $4 million. Both projects are
estimated at $4.4 million. If certain amenities such as pedestrian lamps or street
furniture were cut out of each project, then the City could potentially submit both pre-
qualified projects for consideration. The estimated costs for the New Peachtree Road
and Park Avenue Renovation Projects are $2.7 million ($540,000 match) and $1.7
million ($340,000 match), respectively.

Recommendation: Staff recommends submitting the New Peachtree Road Project for
consideration as this project stands the best chance of being approved by the ARC.

This agenda item is being introduced for discussion purposes. Council could elect to
make a decision at the September 19" meeting.

The following are hypothetical scenarios for reducing the total project costs:

1. New Peachtree Road Project Construction Cost Estimate

a. Total Project Construction Cost Estimate = $2,700,000

b. Minus pedestrian lights = $1,900,000

c. Minus traffic signal upgrades = $2,100,000

d. Minus pedestrian lights and traffic signal upgrades = $1,300,000
($260,000 match)

2. Park Avenue Project Construction Cost Estimate

a. Total Project Construction Cost Estimate = $1,700,000

b. Minus pedestrian lights = $1,400,000

c. Minus traffic signal upgrades = $1,500,000

d. Minus pedestrian lights and traffic signal upgrades = $1,200,000

($240,000 match)
