The employee manual currently has certain PTO provisions that discusses accrual and
use of the part time off. The City Council has requested revisions to these provisions to
clarify period of accrual, use, and payment. The current draft of the Ordinance, if passed,
would create monthly accruals by hours, for a maximum total of hours/days per year
depending on the years of service of the employee. It provides for how and when these
PTO hours may be taken (provisions which were not changed significantly from the
currently Employee Manual), as well as how PTO is paid for upon voluntary termination-
or retirement of employees. The language was suggested by HR principals Phil Davis
and Cherie Pritchard based on significant past experience of implementing said policies.
