Action Request: Resolution adopting the Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan

History: DeKalb County is required to develop a multi-jurisdictional hazard mitigation
plan in order for the jurisdictions to comprehend they're vulnerability to natural and man-
made hazards, and the actions needed to reduce or eliminate those risks. The plan is
vital to the protection, health, safety and welfare of its citizens as well as its visitors. The
plan outlines the community’s options to reduce overall damage and impact from natural
and technological hazards and it has been reviewed by county residents, business
owners, state and local agencies, and has been revised to reflect concerns.

In order for the county/ cities to receive mitigation funding from FEMA, the county must
have a plan in place at the time of submitting a proposal. DeKalb and the DeKalb
County cities are required to maintain a Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan that fulfills the
Federal requirements of the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000.

Recommendation: Approve and adopt the 2010 Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation
