Note 1. General

The accompanying schedule of expenditures of federal and state awards presents the activity of all
applicable federal and state awards of Montgomery County, Texas (the County). The County's
reporting entity is defined In Note 1 to the County's basic financial statements. Federal and state
awards received directly from federal and state agencies as well as federal and state awards passed
through other government agencies are included in this schedule. The information on this schedule is
prepared in accordance with the requirements of Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Reguiations Part 200,
Uniform Admitisfrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards
(Uniform Guidance) and State of Texas Uniform Grant Management Standards (UGMS).

Note 2. Basis of Accounting

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its measurement
focus. The governmental fund types are accounted for using a current financial resources measurement
focus. All federal and state grant funds were accounted for in a special revenue fund, a component of
the governmental fund type or general fund. With this measurement focus, only current assets and
current liabilities generally are included on the balance sheet. Operating statements of these funds
present increases (i.e. revenues and other financing resources) and decreases (i.e. expenditures and
other financing uses) in fund balance.,

The medified accruatl basis of accounting is used for the governmental fund types. This basis of
accounting recognizes revenues in the accounting period in which they become susceptible to accrual
(i.e. both measurable and available): and, expendifures in the accounting period in which the fund
ligbility is incurred, if measurable. Federal and state grant funds are considered to be eamed to the
extent of expenditures made under the provisions of the grant, and accordingly when such funds are
received, they are recorded as deferred revenues until earned.

The County has elected not to use the 10 percent de minimis indirect cost rate as allowed under the
Uniform Guidance.

Note 3. Avdilability of Federal and State Grant Funds

The period of availability for federal and state grant funds for the purpose of liquidation of outstanding
obligations made on or before the ending date of the project period extended 90 days beyond the
croject period ending date.

Note 4. Relationship to Federal and State Financial Reports

Grant expenditure reports as of September 30, 2020, which have been submitted to grantor agencies
will, in some cases, differ slightly from amounts disclosed herein. The reports prepared for grantor
agencies are typically prepared at a later date and often reflect refined estimates of year-end
accrudls. The reports will agree ot termination of the grant as the discrepancies noted are timing
differences.

Finding 2020-001: Material Weakness in Internal Control over Financial Reporting: Misstatement of
Capital Assefs

Criteria

Management is responsible for the accuracy and completeness of all financial records and related
information and for establishing and maintaining effective internal control over financial reporting. The
existence of a material misstatement of an entity's financial statements is an indication of a material
weakness in intfernal control,

Condition:
During our dudit procedures, we identified a misstatement in the Montgomery County, Texas expenses
of approximartely $3.2 mitlion which resulted in a restatement of beginning net position.

Cause;

Approximately $3.2 milion of capital expenditures incurred in a previous period representing the
County's retainage liability were not capitalized in the period incured, because the County's practice
was to capitalize retainage when paid rather than when incurred. This resulted in an understatement of
prior-period capital assets, and an overstatement of prior-period expenses that was not detected by
the County's internal controls over financial statement closing and monitoring procedures.

Effect or Potential Effect;

Misstatements of the County's financial statements were not prevented, or detected and corrected, by
the County’s system of internal control. Failure to establish effective monitoring and closing procedures
may dllow misstatements to exist and be reported without being identified.

Recommendation

We recommend that the County implement a system of internal controls that will ensure retainage s
capitalized in the period incurred for all funds that use the economic measurement focus and the
accrudal basis of accounting.
