The methodology overview from SafeHome.org, notes that several factors are considered when 

assigning a safety score to a city. Crime trends were evaluated, and cities where crime is on the decline 

are given a higher safety score.  Wentzville’s violent crime trend has dropped 14%, while property crime 

is down 8.7% –  according to the data form the FBI’s UCR (Uniform Crime Reporting) program.
