It is that time of the year again and one that we look forward to, as it means spring 

is upon us and the weather is steadily getting better.  Looking back over what seemed to 

be a never-ending winter, one remembers why we choose to live in Maine, and more 

importantly call Winterport our home, our friends and neighbors.  This year we all 

struggled with high fuel prices.  For some it meant putting on a sweater while sitting at 

home or putting off that trip to Bangor or Belfast until it was necessary.  For others it was 

a choice between food, medication, or heating their home.  At this difficult time a new 

resident of Winterport inquired of the town office whether or not we had a fuel fund to 

help those in need?  He was not seeking help, he wanted to help, and help he did by 

making an anonymous donation to establish the first “Winterport Fuel Assistance Fund.”  

The Town Council and I want to thank all of you who sent in donations enabling us to 

help those in need who fell between the cracks of the existing services available.  This 

fund will be available next year as long as there are monies to support it. 

Like the rest of the Country and State, Winterport’s growth slowed down this past 

year.  We had fifteen (15) new homes built, along with one (1) mobile home, one (1) 

duplex, and two (2) modular homes.  The Low Income Elderly Housing Project proposed 

for Dean Street appears to have been withdrawn, due to problems with drainage that 

could not be easily corrected.  The Planning Board is currently working to update the 

Shore land Zoning Ordinances required by the State along with our Subdivision 

paperwork, making it clearer and easier to understand. 

 The 3rd Annual Winterport Music Festival will take place on Saturday August 2nd 

at the Abbott Park Recreational Facility.  An average of 750 people attended the first two 

events and we received numerous compliments on the wonderful music, and the great 

food that was available to the festival attendees.  This year I am very excited that “The 

Kings of Strings” featuring Jay Geils and Gerry Beaudoin have committed to being our 

headline act.  I am sure you all remember Jay Geils from the 80’s.  Jay’s new group is 

receiving rave reviews and will be a great addition to an exciting lineup at this year’s 

Festival.  He rounds off a very diverse group of talent; Leah Tysse, The Hi-Ball Jazz 

Trio, Zevulon, Inanna, Jess Tardy & Friends, Stevie Coyle, and NVR2LATE.  I hope you 

all plan on making the Festival part of your summer activities. 

  In closing, the Town Council and I look forward to seeing all of you at Town 

Meeting on Thursday evening June 12th at the Smith School gymnasium.  We promise 

you that we will do our best, working with you, and for you, as Town Manager and Town 

Council, to keep Winterport the place we love to call home. Please remember that when 

you are at the town office make sure you say hello.

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 WINTERPORT FIRE & RESCUE ASSOCIATION 

 
To the Citizens of Winterport 

 

The Winterport Fire and Rescue Association is a group of volunteers who are dedicated 

to lending a helping hand to the citizens of Winterport and surrounding towns.  The 

association operates the Ambulance Service and also performs a number of volunteer 

tasks which prepare us to respond to emergency situations.  The members donate many 

hours training to become licensed EMT’s and maintain those licenses which are required 

to provide appropriate aid on the ambulance when you are sick or injured and to be 

prepared with equipment, such as the Jaws of Life, to assist the ambulance service at 

accident scenes.  The ambulance attendants and drivers are not paid for their time 

responding to calls or time spent in training.  On the fire side of the slate, the volunteers 

attend training four times a month.  This training encompasses fire suppression 

techniques, operation of fire equipment, safety on the fire ground, traffic control and fire 

suppression, etc.  This year completion of Federally mandated communications/incident 

command training has been in the forefront since without this training the town would not 

have been eligible to submit any grant applications this coming year. 

 

The association also takes pride in providing manpower and equipment for such 

community projects as traffic control for the Christmas pageant as well as Memorial Day 

ceremonies and July 4th and Veteran’s Day parades, as well as putting up and removing 

the Christmas decorations along Main Street.  We work closely with the other 

organizations in town for the community good. 

 

This year the ambulance service provided the funds to purchase a 2008 rescue truck.  The 

fire service will be funding the setup of this new truck.  This vehicle should be in service 

before the first of May.  No taxpayer’s dollars have or will be spent on the acquisition 

and setup of this vehicle.  The ownership of this vehicle has been turned over to the 

Town.  The old rescue vehicle, a converted 1982 ambulance, had some very real 

mechanical and safety shortcomings which demanded we procure a new vehicle.  This 

vehicle is very important to us as it carries the Jaws of Life equipment, traffic control 

devices, a generator for lighting, support equipment for firefighters at a major fire., etc.

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INDEPENDENT AUDITOR’S REPORT

Members of the Board of Selectmen

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, each major 

fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Town of Winterport, Maine as of and for 

the fiscal year ended June 30, 2007, which collectively comprise the Town’s basic financial statements 

as listed in the table of contents.  These financial statements are the responsibility of the Town of 

Winterport, Maine’s management.   Our responsibility is to express opinions on these financial 

statements based on our audit. 

 

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States 

of America. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance 

about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement.  An audit includes 

examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial 

statements.  An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates 

made by management, as well as evaluating the overall general-purpose financial statement 

presentation.  We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinions. 

 

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the 

respective financial position of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the aggregate 

remaining fund information of the Town of Winterport, Maine as of June 30, 2007, and the respective 

changes in financial position thereof for the year then ended in conformity with accounting principles 

generally accepted in the United States of America. 

 

The management’s discussion and analysis and budgetary comparison information on pages 2-5 and 

24, are not a required part of the basic financial statements but are supplementary information required 

by accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.  We have applied certain 

limited procedures, which consisted principally of inquiries of management regarding the methods of 

measurement and presentation of the required supplementary information.  However, we did not audit 

the information and express no opinion on it. 

 

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that 

collectively comprise the Town of Winterport, Maine basic financial statements.  The introductory 

section, combining and individual nonmajor fund financial statements, and other supplementary 

information are presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic 

financial statement.  The combining and individual nonmajor fund financial statements and other 

supplementary information have been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the 

basic financial statements and, in our opinion, are fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the 

basic financial statements taken as a whole.

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THE NEIGHBOR’S CUPBOARD 
March 2008 

 

 The Neighbor’s Cupboard is the emergency food resource for low income 

families, the working poor, and other families in distress in Winterport and Frankfort.  

This is our twentieth year.  We are a non-profit organization located at the Calvary 

Apostolic Church on Route 1A.  We welcome those in need or those who wish to donate 

to visit the Cupboard or reach Donna Allen by phone.  The Neighbor’s Cupboard is open 

every Wednesday from 9:00 to 10:00AM. 

 In 2007, 154 different families used the Cupboard for a total of 924 visits.  Over 

2158 bags of food were distributed.  Fifteen emergency food packs were distributed by 

the Winterport Town Office to those in need after Cupboard hours. 

 We are supported by food drives and fundraisers throughout the year: Smith 

School, Wagner School, Hampden Academy, Frankfort Cub Scots, Winterport and 

Frankfort Letter Carriers Food Drives all combine to provide two months of food.  

Special thanks to the community members who continue to coordinate and staff these 

food drives.  An annual request for funds is mailed to the community each November.  

We thank the community for its continued generous financial support during this time of 

recession and high oil prices.  We are especially thankful for the tons of food we obtain 

from the Good Shepherd Food Bank and the Weston Bakery.  We are the designated 

distributor of USDA “surplus foods” although this Government resource has decreased 

dramatically over the past two years and will decrease again this year. 

 The Neighbor’s Cupboard coordinated the efforts of the Calvary Apostolic 

Church, Frankfort Congregational Church: United Church of Christ, St. Gabriel’s and 

United Methodist Church and some private individuals to give out 43 holiday food 

baskets at Thanksgiving and 29 at Christmas.  An anonymous Easter Bunny donated 8 

Easter dinners. 

 Out Baby Layette program helped 4 new moms and their babies this year by 

providing new and used outfits, sheets, towels, blankets, hand made items, and baby care 

books. 

 Our heartfelt thanks go to the wonderful organizations, businesses and town folk 

who through their volunteer hours and donations of food and money support the 

Neighbor’s Cupboard.

2.  Bald Hill Cove Cemetery on the Rt. 1A and Old County Road 

3.  Grant/Littlefield Cemetery on Goshen Road 

4.  Clements Cemetery on the Monroe Road 

5.  Ellingwoods Corner Cemetery at Rt. 69/Ellingwoods Corner 

6.  Twining Cemetery on Twining Road 

7.  Cole Cemetery on Meadow Road 

 

In addition to providing a final resting place, these cemeteries are also one of the 

best sources of the history of the people of Winterport, commemorating citizens and 

soldiers from as far back as the Revolutionary War.  Unfortunately, time and neglect have 

put us in danger of losing permanently some of this history, especially in the smaller 

cemeteries.  The Cemetery District is committed to preserving this part of our heritage.

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WINTERPORT FIRE DEPARTMENT 
 

To the Citizens of Winterport 

 

Emergency responses in 2007 held pretty much on the averages we have been 

experiencing for some years now.  With the rapidly escalating cost of home heating oil, it 

was expected that additional heating with wood would result in additional chimney fires.  

Thankfully that did not happen. 

 

Our latest application for an Assistance to Firefighters Grant was gain denied for 2007.  

We will again apply in 2008.  These funds are being reduced by the federal government 

every year.  Our frontline engine is now 30 years old.  Our 1978 FMC fire engine was 

down graded from 1000 to 750 gallons per minute, as part of our ISO testing.  With the 

weakening dollar, the number of companies making fire apparatus is shrinking and the 

costs continue to rise rapidly.  We are hopeful that the “GRANT GODS” will shine 

favorably upon us. 

 

There are still a very large number of homes which do no have street numbers posted.  It 

is EXTREMELY important that you have your street number posted to make your 

address easy to locate.  Since about half the time it is dark, these numbers should be 

reflective.  It is particularly important that these numbers are displayed for the direction 

the emergency equipment would approach from.  “First red house on the right” does not 

work well as a description at night. 

 

Fire permits are required for ALL open burning.  Permits are available from Fire Warden, 

Thomas Doe, and Asst. Fire Warden Sam Butler or at the town office (9 to 5, Monday 

thru Friday).  These permits are issued at no cost.  For a fee of $7.00 permits may be 

obtained any hour of the day or night on line at http://www.maineburnpermit.com/ 

subject to the conditions imposed due to the environmental conditions. 

 

The firefighters continue with mandatory training to be fully prepared to address 

whatever emergency we may be confronted with.  This training is both internal and 

working with our mutual aid departments. 

 

We have added two additional firefighters this year.  Anyone interested in joining our 

ranks should contact the Fire Chief, Thomas Doe at 223-4412, or come to our monthly 

meeting which is generally the first Sunday of each month at 7:00PM, at the fire station. 

 

New additional insulation in the roof of the fire station will be completed before the start 

of the heating season this fall.  This will definitely be a good investment.  We are also 

looking at adding additional insulation for the walls.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT 

WINTERPORT WATER DISTRICT  

2007 
 

 

I am pleased to present my annual report to the Town of Winterport as Treasurer and 

Superintendent of the Winterport Water District.  
 

The District placed its new water source and pumping station into service on June 30th 

2007. The new modern day pumping station has performed flawlessly since it was placed 

into service. The pumping station is supported with emergency standby power and a 

Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition system for operator interface. Replaced also 

was 1,200 feet of  deteriorated four inch pvc transmission main piping with eight inch 

ductile iron pipe from the new pumping station towards Route 1A.  
 

District personnel conducted a system-wide flushing of all water mains, a process 

completed every year to maintain water quality and monitor the integrity of the system. 

The new pumping station has provided a significant increase in hydrant flushing capacity. 

In 2007 the District successfully applied for and received a Wellhead Protection Grant of 

$5,000 from the Maine Drinking Water Program. This grant will enable the District to 

recover costs associated with protecting the area around the new water source. The 

District has been very successful with its Wellhead Protection Grant applications 

receiving a total of $15,000 in Wellhead Protection Grants in the last 3 years. 
 

The District is preparing a Comprehensive System Facilities Plan with the aid of a 

$10,000 matching grant it has received from the Maine Drinking Water Program. Dirigo 

Engineering of Fairfield was awarded the project after a competitive bid process. The 

CSFP will identify any system weaknesses and provide strategies for correcting those 

deficiencies. 
 

WWD continues to comply with EPA’s Administrative Order to facilitate repairs to its 

sewer collection system. This year the District performed closed circuit television 

inspection of 9,100 feet of mainline sewer pipe. An action plan has been prepared to 

address issues discovered during the inspection process. 
 

On September 24th a notice from the United States Environmental Protection Agency 

informed the District that it has tentatively denied a waiver from secondary treatment 

upon the re-licensing of the wastewater treatment plant in 2009. The District has retained 

legal counsel from Maine's largest environmental law firm, Pierce-Atwood in Portland, to 

review EPA's tentative decision. The District has submitted comments to EPA stating 

why Winterport should be able to retain its waiver from secondary treatment. The District 

has also advised EPA and the Maine DEP that it is not in a financial position to comply 

with this decision unless significant grant funds are provided. In initial discussions with 

DEP, the District has made it clear that it wants to comply with all applicable laws, but 

that any schedule for compliance needs to be contingent on receiving sufficient outside 

grant funding to make the project affordable to the 300 users of the Winterport sewer 

system. The District is presently working with representatives from Senator Susan 

Collins' and Representative Michael Michaud's offices at the Federal level and with 

Senator Carol Weston's and Representative Michael Thibodeau's office at the State level 

to identify potential funding sources. It is likely that the resolution of this issue will take 

several years. 
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WWD continues to participate in a monthly area water utilities meeting, comprised of 

nine nearby water systems that share information and resources. The group meets at the 

Bangor Water District and collaborates on current issues, ways to reduce costs to our 

customers and maintaining quality customer services. 
 

In closing, I wish to extend my thanks to the Board of Trustees, the Town of Winterport, 

our customers, and all of the District’s employees for their support during the last 12 

months.

Dear Friends and Neighbors: 

 

On Friday, April 18, the 123rd Legislature adjourned its First Special Session, having 

completed review of more than 2,300 bills since being sworn into office on December 6, 

2006.  A wide range of topics were dealt with; however, I find myself somewhat 

distraught regarding the lack of substantive progress to alleviate healthcare premiums and 

reduce Maine’s burdensome system of taxation.  As in past sessions, sensible proposals 

to make improvements were met with customary methodical resistance.  Why principled, 

beneficial reforms are made to be political issues I still cannot understand.  Nevertheless, 

it has been an honor ensuring your voices are heard; and I will continue to work toward 

bringing genuine respite to my constituency. 

As you are undoubtedly aware, one prominent policy matter demanded a great deal of 

time and discussion over the previous months.  A revenue shortfall totaling $190 million 

was ultimately reconciled without tapping the State’s Budget Stabilization Fund.  It 

should be noted, though, that in spite of bipartisan consensus on almost all means of 

resolve, members of the majority party still relied on gimmicks to bring the final plan into 

balance.  The accelerated sale of stocks held by the State as unclaimed property, slated to 

bring in approximately $9 million, is one insatiable example of the nonsensical means 

utilized to maintain government operations.  With lingering economic uncertainties there 

remains the likelihood that additional assessments of State spending will become 

necessary so as to make certain our coffers remain in good standing. 

Another measure passed by lawmakers that was subsequently signed into law by the 

Governor is L.D. 2012, “An Act To Protect Children in Vehicles from Secondhand 

Smoke.”  Effective September 1, 2008 law enforcement officials will have the ability to 

pull over and cite a driver solely for smoking in a car when children are present.  For the 

first year this new regulation limits the penalty to the issuance of a written warning.  

Ensuing this preliminary period, each violation will be coupled with a $50 fine. 

Before closing I want to express my sincere gratitude to the people of Winterport for 

allowing me the pleasure of serving you in Augusta.  During the upcoming summer 

months I look forward to sharing with the people of House District 42 further details 

about the work completed at the State House.  Should you have questions or concerns 

about the newly-enacted policies, please feel free to call upon me anytime.
